2. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

3. NOTES OF THE WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD 13th APRIL 2006 
The informal notes of the working party meeting held on 13th April 2006 were agreed.

4. MATTERS BROUGHT FORWARD

a) Bushes at Crown Corner – clerk to ask Oddjobbers to tidy up the area.

b) Trees / bushes at the Keatings – clerk to chase BBC for update.

c) Fox Hatch / rear of Swan Walk, parking on verges – BBC seem to be ignoring our request for posts and clerk to chase them up.

d) Three bench seats – clerk waiting for payment from Dog & Partridge for the seat donated by them before placing order for all three seats.

e) Youth shelter / basketball hoop – subject to a suitable venue a public consultation meeting will take place on 19th July 2006 and this item was deferred until after that meeting has taken place.

f) Village sign – Alpha Signs are aware that they will be getting our order but clerk is still trying to get a quote for the installation. Clerk to liaise with BBC to agree the final location for the sign and ask whether they can install the sign for us. 

g) Speed camera, speed limits, speed indicator displays – Cllr. Bass. ECC has not responded to our request that he attend our full PC meeting to discuss these matters. Clerk to investigate how often the police have attended the Briars Cottages site since the speed camera was vandalised for the third time. Clerk to invite the press along to next PC meeting and consideration will be given to a press release, particularly if nobody turns up from ECC. Clerk to ask BBC whether we can use the mobile speed indicator display. Prior to this , ECC have to carry out risk assessments. Clerk to write to Cllr. Bass ECC, asking for a meeting at County to discuss the delays in the introduction of the 30mph limits in the village.

h) Brizes Corner holly bushes - clerk to arrange for Oddjobbers to remove roots left after BBC had cut back bushes.

i) Posts on Kelvedon Green and hole in Swan Lane – hole in road repaired. Clerk to chase re the posts in Kelvedon Green, which are the responsibility of Three Valley Water.

j) Overgrown hedge at Thatch Cottage, School Road – resolved that no further action is required.

k) Light pollution / danger to drivers from house lights – no response from BBC, clerk will chase

l) Chandlers Walk barrier – BBC / ECC Highways are looking at this and hopefully will pay for a higher and more secure barrier at this location.

m) Quiet time proposals for School Road – Matter still with BBC / ECC Highways and clerk to chase progress.

n) Swan Pond, additional planting and signage – it was agreed to defer any planting until the autumn and clerk asked to progress the agreed signage as soon as possible.

o) Closure of parts of Eagle Lane to through traffic – BBC has stated that members will consider this at the June Policy Board meeting. Clerk to check that it is on agenda and if not ascertain why not.

5. UPDATES ON INSPECTION AREAS

The clerk had circulated updated work sheets and members were asked to review these and report back to the clerk by the end of June anything that can be removed plus any new work required.

The grass in Eagle field needs flailing as the grass is long and it was resolved to ask BBC to flail this area fortnightly during the period from the beginning of June until the end of August. 

6. BBC STATEMENT OF COMMUMTY INVOLVEMENT

This was considered to be, in the main, a planning issue not to be dealt with by this committee. However it was agreed that it is something that the Steering Group for the Parish Plan should have a look at.

7. DOG FOULING SIGN ON KELVEDON GREEN

It was resolved that a standard ‘no dog fouling’ sign be reinstated at this location, removing one of the existing posts if necessary.

8. INFORMATION ITEMS FROM MEMBERS

The litter pick was not well supported and consideration to be given to purchasing a banner for future years to try and raise the profile.

Cllr Davies advised that he would like us to more proactive in promoting to the residents what we have done. He suggested photographs on the website as one means of doing this.

Since the May BBC election the Parish Council has not approached the successful candidate in the Brizes & Doddinghurst ward and it was suggested that the Chairman of the PC should write congratulating him indicating that we were glad to see him attend our last PC meeting. We can also suggest an informal meeting to discuss local issues as we all represent the people of Kelvedon Hatch.
