There were no declarations of interest pertaining to the items on the agenda.

4. MINUTES OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE MEETING

The minutes of the meeting held on 4th September 2008 were agreed and signed by 
the Chair.

5. MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC QUESTIONS

The meeting was suspended at 8.05 pm to allow for questions from members of the public.

Issues raised were noted. The meeting resumed at 8.10 pm.
6. MATTERS BROUGHT FORWARD

a)
School Road.  The clerk confirmed that issues relating to the re-painting of 
white lines following resurfacing, installation of a road narrows sign, the 
drainage outside Manitoba and the Pothole at the junction of Mill Lane had 
been reported to BBC. 

b) Play Area – update. The clerk reported that work on the drainage around the Mobilus could not commence until the Parish Council had entered into a formal agreement with the Village Hall Trust over the rental of Poor’s Field. The clerk also reported that he had asked J & S Garden Services who are maintaining the Play Area to obtain quotes for topping up the Bark Pits.  An Ongar company had quoted £6,500 for 60m³ (2 x 8 wheeler lorry loads) and a Billericay company had quoted £3,850 for the same quantity. After further discussions with J & S Garden Services it was agreed that 60m³ may be too much and that 30m³ (1 lorry load) should be ordered and then the situation re-appraised. The clerk also advised that he had made further searches on the internet and made enquiries to establish who Doddinghurst PC and BBC use to supply bark.  Two further quotes had now been received for 30m³. The first was from a company in Norfolk who would charge £920.10 + VAT (including delivery), and the second was from CPA Horticulure in Wales , the company used by Doddinghurst PC and BBC, who quoted £844.50 + VAT (including delivery).  It was agreed unanimously to obtain 30m³of the Hardwood Play Grade Woodchip from CPA Horticulture and the clerk was asked to make the necessary arrangements with J & S Garden Services to have the bark delivered and barrowed to the Play Area.  It was noted that labour charges for barrowing and levelling the bark could be considerable.

The clerk also reported that he had been unable to find anyone prepared to 
quote for the repainting of the Play Area railings.  As the railings are 
galvanised they will not rust so the work is not urgent although it could cost 
several thousands of pounds.


Comments were made about the much improved appearance of the Play 
Area since J & S Garden Services had taken over the maintenance and the 
clerk was asked to pass on these comments.
c) Bollards outside Nisa Stores.  The clerk reported that the bollard outside the Nisa Stores (in Great Fox Meadow) which had been knocked over twice and reinstated, but it has now been knocked over again and the bollard has gone missing.  The clerk has reported this to Roger Hulse at BBC but as yet no date has been given to replace this.
d) Swan Pond. Cllr. Y Maguire advised that following advice from Mark Illesley from Biodiversity, the pond will probably be de-silted in September or October next year.  Several proposals for disposal of the silt are being considered.  Mark Illesley will also advise the council regarding a grant application to cover the cost of the work.

Informal notes taken at the Public Session of the Environmental Committee Meeting on 5th November 2008
