The minutes of the meeting held on 3rd September 2009 were agreed and signed by 
the Chair.

5. MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC QUESTIONS

There were no questions as no members of the public were present.
6. MATTERS BROUGHT FORWARD

a) 
School Road.  It was reported that the outstanding items, i.e. the road narrows sign, the small stretch of white lining and scalpings for the road edges had been agreed by the Highways Department and were now awaiting action.  With regard to the weight limit requested, Mike Rose, the Highways & Transportation Manager at BBC had advised that he would have to seek consultation with the Police before this can be progressed.
b) 
Play Area.  The clerk reported that the damage to the Mobilus equipment had been repaired and that the new grassmats around the equipment had bedded in and that the equipment was now fully operational.  The item is no longer being raised by BBC in their weekly inspection reports.  It had been reported by BBC however that the rubber tiles around the Roundabout were beginning to lift.  A quote had been received from the same company that re-fixed similar tiles around the swings earlier in the year, but in view of the amount of money that this was going to cost, the clerk was asked to obtain another quote.
c) Bollards outside Nisa Stores.  The clerk reported that he had reminded Roger Hulse, BBC Highways, about the replacement of the broken or missing bollards with rubber ones that would withstand the impact of a collision with a vehicle.  No response had yet been obtained.
d) Swan Pond.  The clerk reported that he had written to BBC regarding their ownership of the pond and for their proposals to restore and maintain the pond. In the meantime, the deadline for a grant application to the Communities Initiative Fund (CIF) was 6th November 2009.  In order to meet this deadline an application has been sent in stating that we are in the process of obtaining the consent of the landowner for the restoration project.

e) Swan Lane bollards.  The additional concrete bollard to prevent vehicles entering the pedestrianised area from the south end of the lane has now been reinstated by Anglian Water.  Cllr C James advised that he and a local neighbour who had volunteered, had not been able to commence the work to erect wooden posts around the new grassed area because of the personal circumstances of his neighbour.  Work would commence as soon as it is possible.

f) Outstanding Highways items.  The clerk reported that there were relatively few outstanding highways items.  Most of the previously outstanding items related to overhanging bushes and these have been resolved by the Rangers.
