REPORT FROM ECC MEMBER, BBC MEMBER & QUESTIONS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

5. MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD 23rd MARCH 2007
The minutes for the Parish Council meeting held on 23rd March 2007 were approved and signed by the Chair. 

6. CLERKS REPORT
The Clerk updated members on a number of ongoing matters.

7. RISK MANAGEMENT
a. The clerk reported that he has had a response from BT about emissions from the radio mast and that he hopes to be in possession of details soon.
b. The weekly Health & Safety inspections of the Play Area in Poor’s Field had indicated that some remedial work was required to the area around the Play Equipment.  It was agreed to proceed with this work.  

8. ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE
a. Vehicle Activated Signs. The installation of the VAS has been delayed as the order to reduce the speed limit to 30mph on the Blackmore Road had not yet come into effect.

b. Village Sign.  This has now been erected, but as it is now so close to elections it was agreed to leave plans for an unveiling ceremony until the new Parish Council is elected.

c. School Road, outside Manitoba.  The Chair reported that he had requested BBC to renew the white lining on the road. This been done but he has still been unable to obtain a copy of the Certificate of Lawfulness covering the Manitoba site. Larger and larger vehicles appear to be using the site. The Clerk was asked to obtain a copy of the relevant documents in relation to how or why a Certificate of Lawfulness was obtained from BBC especially as BBC Planning are of the opinion that the nearby bend in School Road is dangerous.
d. Community Speed Watch.  Training has been given to volunteers. The initial plan is to share a Speed Camera with Stondon Massey.  However, the camera takes several days to charge up and this could be a problem if we take possession of the camera without enough time to charge it up.  It was suggested that in the longer term we may wish to consider purchase of our own camera, but for the moment to wait and see how the current arrangements work.
e. Hedgerow Seeds.  These had now been received but in view of the very dry weather in recent weeks it was proposed to leave the planting of these until the autumn.

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Informal notes following the Public Session at the Parish Council Meeting
held on 27th April 2007.

Items raised by members of the Public:

1. It was reported that there was a considerable amount of litter in the Children’s Play Area and it was suggested that litter clearance was not being carried out frequently enough.

2. It was also reported that some broken glass had remained in the Play Area in spite of litter being picked up by BBC.

3. There was also concern that youths were misusing the Play Area.
4. In spite of some progress being made by the Clerk to obtain emission information from the BT mast it was requested that this should be followed up urgently.  Brentwood Cllr K Parker said that he would expect emission levels to be within what they regard as “safe” legal limits.

5. Concern was expressed about cars traveling too fast along Church Road but as this area is unrestricted, cars can travel at up to 60mph although this may be dangerous.

6. It was asked how planning permission had been obtained for a stable type building which has appeared at the School Road end of Eagle Lane (Byway 14).  Cllr A Davies advised that he had been alerted to this and had queried it with BBC who have confirmed that planning permission was not required for this type of building and that everything was legal.
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
