Cllr. Jardine indicated that he has been in discussions with BBC re advertising boards that have been put up in the village outside the planning regulations for such adverts

Cllr. Jardine advised that the lighting on the zebra crossing in Blackmore Road is still inadequate and the views of the PCSO will be sought before clerk takes this up with Highways.

Cllr Cook advised that a ‘noise abatement notice’ has been served on the occupants of  21 Elmtree Avenue. No notice of a planning appeal has been received so legal action re the outstanding planning enforcements can proceed on 18th March 2006. 

 18. PLANNING

The minutes of the planning meeting held 25th November 2005 were received and accepted.

The Chair reported on 12 planning application received since the last Planning Committee meeting and dealt with by the clerk under delegated powers.

Cllr. Cook advised that BBC now advise adjacent households to planning applicants strictly within legal requirements although this is somewhat less than they used to. The Planning Committee will consider whether the Parish Council should widen the scope of such advices to include any properties that may be affected by proposed developments.
