7. RISK MANAGEMENT
a. The clerk reported that he has chased BT for an answer to his letter re emissions from the radio mast but to date he still has not received a reply.

b. The Clerk advised that following discussions with the Trustees of the village hall the football field gate to the play area has been closed pending work to rectify the soil erosion and surface water in the immediate area. Weather permitting, work is in hand to remedy this but in the meantime the play area can still be accessed through the side entrance.

a. Vehicle Activated Signs  - We are still awaiting the speed survey findings for the new location in Ongar Road. 

b. It was resolved that the annual litter pick will take place on Saturday, 21st April 2007, to meet at Swan Pond at 10.30am.

c. The village sign has been safely delivered to the BBC Warley depot and is awaiting installation.

d. BBC has agreed to replace the bus shelter damaged during the recent gales and they estimate delivery during April 2007.

e. The road situation outside Manitoba, School Road continues to cause concern and although the Clerk has reported this to Highways, the Chair will take this up with ECC Highways when he is next at the Town Hall.
