REPORT FROM ECC MEMBER, BBC MEMBER & QUESTIONS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Joe & Kevin Ellis gave a short presentation on their High Ropes Adventure project which they propose for the High Ash Wood area at the Nuclear Bunker.

Cllr. Ann Naylor, EEC member, advised the meeting about her involvement with Transport of Children to School discussions and an update on progress with the VAS sign for Ongar Road. 

Cllr. Keith Sparling, BBC member, reported that there was concern about changes in bus times and the effect on the use of bus passes.  This seemed to be a national issue.
A number of other items were raised by members of the public and noted.

5. MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON 11th JANUARY 2008 
The minutes for the Parish Council meeting held on 11th January 2008 were discussed, and after minor amendments to the draft minutes were made the final minutes were approved for signature by the Chair.
6. CLERKS REPORT
The Clerk updated members on a number of ongoing matters. Included in these were:
a) Postponement of a decision about the Mayor’s Charity events and fund raising – 
for inclusion in the next agenda. 

b) Agreement to enter the 2008 RCCE “Best Kept Village” competition.

c) Agreement to continue the Kelvedon Hatch “Best Kept Garden” competition in 2008 in conjunction with the Village Society’s Summer Show on 19 July 2008.

d) Agreement to pay the increased hourly charges to be paid to one of the PCs “call off” contractors (OddJobbers) from 1/4/08.
7. RISK MANAGEMENT

a) Play Area Update. The Clerk reported that he had met with a representative of BBC at 
the Play Area to discuss the work required on the swings and aerial runway. An estimate 
for this work and materials had subsequently received for £550 + VAT.  It was resolved 
unanimously to proceed with this work.


b) Emissions from the Water Tower mobile phone mast. The Clerk reported that he was 
in contact with Vodafone and that the survey should be carried out very soon. 
8. ENVIRONMENT
a. Basketball Net & Low Football Wall.  Nothing further to report. 
b. Parking on verges at rear of Swan Walk. The Clerk reported that BBC have been approached to carry out a services survey as he has been advised that this is necessary before the work to install posts can be undertaken.
c. Parking on verges in Great Fox Hatch outside Nisa Stores. The Clerk was asked to request a site visit by a representative from BBC to look at possible solutions.
d. Cycle Track.  No further progress has been made in relation to finding a suitable site. Two local landowners have been approached.
e. Memorial seat in memory of Dave Smith. Members were in favour of this in principle. A possible site for the seat was identified and the Clerk was asked to investigate the cost of a seat and installation.

Informal notes taken at the Public Sessions at the Parish Council Meeting
held on 8th February 2008.

Items raised by members of the Public:

1. Concern was expressed about parking on the verges at Luthers Close.  Parking on the grass verges has seriously damaged the surface reducing them to mud.
2. It was queried when the “Keep Dogs on Leads” signs will be put up as the Village Hall Trustees feared that Poor’s Field would then become the preferred area for letting dogs off their leads.  The Village Hall Trustees also intend to put up signs and it was agreed to coordinate our actions. 
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
