4. REPORT FROM ECC MEMBER AND MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC QUESTIONS.
Item 7 on the agenda was brought forward and dealt with at this point in the meeting.

Meeting suspended at 7.40pm

The ECC member had given apologies although in his absence the clerk advised members that the contract to repair the Ongar Road speed camera had been awarded and the work should be completed within 3-4 weeks. Councillors expressed concern that the camera is to remain at its existing location and the clerk will take this matter up with ECC, copying correspondence to Cllr. Dyson and Essex Camera Partnership.

PRESENTATION BY MOIRA KENNEDY, PCSO

The PCSO made short presentation and the Chair thanked her for her suggestions relating to the closing off of the access to the Village Hall playing field through Chandlers Walk and the provision of some form of youth shelter in the picnic area in Eagle Field. Matters to be placed on the agenda for the next meeting

6. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 25th NOVEMBER 2005 
The minutes of the meeting held on 25th November 2005 were agreed and signed by the Chairman.
7. CLERKS REPORT
The clerk updated members on a number of ongoing matters. It has been reported that a lady tripped on the kerb and fell on to a wooden post located between 26 & 28 Roding Drive causing considerable bruising to her chest and she also wrenched an ankle and a knee. It was dark, the area was unlit, and the dark post could not be seen. Although instructions had already been given to a contractor to paint the post white to make it more visible in the dark, councillors decided to not proceed with this work pending a site visit by members of the Environmental Working Party.

8. RISK MANAGEMENT
a. Action re the provision of CCTV cameras to the play area has been deferred pending the outcome of a number of outstanding issues with the Trustees of the village hall.

b. It was resolved to appoint ROSPA to carry out the annual Risk Management Inspection of the play area, Swan Pond and Eagle Field at an estimated cost of up to £300.

9. ENVIRONMENTAL

a. The Environmental working party notes dated 12th January 2006 were received and recommendations accepted including the repainting of the stocks on the corner of Stocks Lane. A long-standing employee of the NISA stores has recently died and the proceeds of a collection for her are to be used to install a seat in her memory outside the shop. The seat will replace the existing bench and will be incorporated as part of the scheduled work in the area to be carried out by BBC

b. The up to date spreadsheets relating to outstanding work in the village were received.

c. It was resolved to distribute 50 black plastic sacks to each household during the financial year 2006/7. Councillors decided not to proceed with distributing plastic bags to households for use in the disposal of dog faeces.

d. It was resolved to ask ECC Highways to install three speed indicator signs in the village. Clerk to action.

e. The clerk reminded councillors that any bids for funding from the ‘Community Initiatives Fund’ should be in before the deadline on 24th February 2006.

f. Councillors were updated re the situation re the land behind 21-25 Elmtree Avenue, which now has two enforcements outstanding from BBC Planning although the owners have 28 days to appeal expiring on 18th February 2006. In addition  Environmental Health have served a noise abatement notice and consideration is being considered to installing posts outside the properties.

g. The Working Party were asked to consider whether the hedging around Eagle Field needs cutting again – any work will have to be carried out before the bird nesting season begins.

e. It was resolved to confirm the additional payment of £20 to the jazz band, which entertained the Seniors at the Christmas lunch. The total cost was £90

f. It was resolved to pay £30 to the British Legion Poppy Day Appeal in respect of the wreath provided in November 2005.

g. It was resolved to fix the precept at £7200 for 2006/7 (No increase over 2005/6) and to authorise the Chair and clerk to sign the precept letter to BBC.

h. The clerk presented the External Auditors report for the year ended 31st March 2005 advising that the BBC discretionary grant figure should not have been included as part of the precept figure.
