Meeting suspended at 8.03pm to allow for questions from the public. The ECC member was not present.

7. RISK MANAGEMENT
a) CCTV Play Area - The Chairman reported that he is still trying to arrange a joint meeting with BBC, the Village Hall Trustees and KH Football Club to discuss the options available.

b) ROSPA report – It was resolved that any required work to the play area will be put in hand as soon as possible. The Environmental working party is to consider the points raised by ROSPA regarding the ‘Swan Pond’ area.

8. ENVIRONMENTAL

a) The Environmental working party notes dated 13th July 2005 were received and recommendations accepted.   

b) The Environmental working party notes dated 13th July 2005 regarding Eagle Field were received and recommendations accepted.

c) It was resolved that the clerk write to BBC asking that the Highways Enforcement Officer take action to stop perking on the grass verges in Elmtree Avenue.

d) It was resolved that the clerk should write to BBC Planning asking that the practice of Estate Agents boards being used to publicise local events should be curtailed in the Kelvedon Hatch parish.

e) It was noted that parking wardens have been seen in the School Road and that yellow line markings have been extended. Councillors discussed the possibility of extending the yellow line up to the junction with Ongar Road but it was decided to monitor the existing improved position before taking this suggestion forward.

f) It was resolved to increase the litter picking in the village onto a fortnightly basis.

g) BBC additional funds for projects – It was resolved that the Environmental Working Party consider options to bid for part of these funds.

d) Councillors were advised that BBC remains the only Council in the Eastern Region that has been singled out by the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister to provide a site for travellers. The BBPCA proposal that each of the Parishes in the area should receive a limited number of traveller families was considered unworkable because it would not fulfil the requirements of Government and would probably not be acceptable to the travelling families.

e) It was resolved that the PC should make a donation of £100 to the Fireman’s Benevolent Fund as a token of the thanks of the village for replenishing the water in Swan Pond during the recent drought conditions.

f) Councillors considered whether all grant applications to the PC should be on the basis of matched funding from the applicant. It was resolved that each application should continue to be considered on its merits.

g) It was resolved that the PC will meet the cost of parking the ‘Youth Bus’ in the village hall car park and for the use, on occasions, of part of the field for games.
