6. MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD 23RD JUNE 2006

7. CLERKS REPORT

8. RISK MANAGEMENT
ROSPA report  - Councillors considered the annual ROSPA report and the following resolutions were approved: -

· Play area – all items marked as ‘medium risk’ to be dealt with as soon as practical including a BBC Inspector recommendation that the bark chippings be topped up.

· Swan Pond – The brambles around the pond are to be thinned and Countryside Management BBC to be contacted to ask the ‘Brentwood Volunteers’ to attend a one day reed removal session. The clerk is to investigate the types of life buoys available and refer this matter together with the recommended signage to the Environmental Committee after consultation with BBC.

· Eagle Field – one cross slat on the main gate in Eagle Lane has been broken and clerk to investigate whether it can be repaired. The thorns partially covering one of the kissing gate entrances to be cut back. 

9. ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE

a/b)  As the Environmental Committee had not met both agenda items were deferred until the next PC meeting

c) The clerk confirmed that the site for the sign has been agreed with ECC Highways and the order has been placed with Alpha Signs. The lead-time for the manufacture will be 3-4 months.

d) The clerk reported that the order for the bench seat to be placed outside the Dog & Partridge was cancelled but the other two benches have arrived and are awaiting installation by our contractor. It was resolved that if the existing rustic seat outside the NISA store can be salvaged it should be installed by Swan Pond.

e) Proposed youth shelter and basketball area in Eagle Field – the following resolutions were passed: -

· following overwhelming opposition to both projects at the public consultation meeting it was confirmed that neither initiative would go ahead.

· The future use of Eagle Field as a Parish Council facility is to be referred to the Environmental Committee

· The investigation as to what youth facilities are needed and where they can be located should be a matter for the Parish Plan Steering Group to consider. Once the Parish Plan is finalised the Parish Council can consider the funding issues.

· Councillors considered that it is up to local people to report all anti-social behaviour to the police and even if the proposed consultation with various agencies takes place the Parish Council has no power to do anything. Councillors therefore resolved to take no further action.
