 REPRESENTATIVES REPORTS

a) Kelvedon Hatch Village Hall Charitable Trust 

Cllr. S. Darnley agreed to be nominated as the PC’s Representative Trustee on the Village Hall Charitable Trust.

It was resolved: -

1. That the Trustees be advised that after careful consideration, that both Kelvedon Green and the Swan Green area were not considered suitable locations for a youth shelter.

2. The PC will co-operate with the Trustees by supplying any reasonable information to enable them to prepare a case for amending the terms of the Trust Deed.

3. To advise the Trustees that as Poors’ Field is owned by the Trust, any decision regarding the use of that land for recreational purposes is a decision for the Trustees alone. However the PC is willing to continue supporting the Trustees by way of grant.

4. The Trustees be advised that the PC is willing to pay £900 now being the fair rent payable on the play area land covering the years April 2006/7, April 2005/6 and April 2004/5 (i.e. 3 x £300 per annum). This payment is offered even though the Trustees have not yet entered into negotiations regarding a formal lease or licence over the land.

The new classrooms are in the course of construction and should be finished soon.

Meeting held on 6th June 2006 and the clerk will circulate minutes.
