RISK MANAGEMENT

a) Play Area Update.  – 

The clerk reported that work on the cable runway has been completed by the Gym-Fix 
Team.  No other items were outstanding.

ENVIRONMENT
a)  Youth Recreational Facilities.  There was no further update on Mr Parrish’s plans.  It was also reported that an email from Sgt. Ben Felton had been received indicating that the Youth Bus would no longer be using the Police Station Car Park.  


b) Swan Pond restoration. The clerk reported that the wildflower planting day on Monday 
23rd May 2011 had been a great success with several groups of children from the school 
carrying out the planting under the supervision of Essex Biodiversity. 


c) Bridleway 1 (School Road).  The clerk reported that Laura Dunnell, Public Rights of 
Way Officer has given authority for a litter bin to be installed on Bridleway 1.  This will 
have to be installed by BBC and confirmation has been from Martin Hurst at BBC that a 
job has been raised for this installation.


d)  War Memorial.  Cllr C James reported that following discussions with local 
businessmen it had been agreed to re-pave the area with black limestone.  The stone, 
labour, sand and cement will all be provided free of charge. Work will commence within 
the next month.  The two new replacement seats had already been received and Cllr 
James was hopeful that he could obtain sponsorship for one of these.

b)  To consider and approve payment of invoices received and cheques prepared.

c)  Internal Audit Report and Completion of Annual Return for year ending 31 March 2011.


 The clerk reported that the Internal Audit Report had been received.  The report and relevant papers were circulated to members. There were no issues giving cause for concern.
The clerk presented the Annual Accounting Statement and Annual Governance Statement for year ending 31 March 2011 to the full Parish Council.
It was proposed by Cllr C James that both the Annual Accounting Statement and the Annual Governance Statement be approved.  This was seconded by Cllr D Stacey and agreed unanimously by members.  This was then signed by the Chairman and the clerk as the Responsible Finance Officer.


d) Co-option to fill vacancies for Parish Councillors.  The clerk advised that a reminder has been received from Carol Davis, Electoral Services Officer at BBC about co-opting persons to fill our two vacancies. It was also pointed out that a check has to be carried out by the Borough Council before anyone can be appointed.  Two possible candidates for co-option were identified and forms were issued by the clerk to obtain the necessary details to submit to BBC.

e)  Donation to the St Nicholas Church Flower Festival.  Cllr R North reported that the Flower Festival was raising money for local charities and the parish council had been asked if it wished to make a donation.  This was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr S Saunders that the council should donate £150.00.  This was seconded by Cllr C James and voted for by members unanimously in favour.
