REPORTS FROM ECC MEMBER, BBC MEMBERS & QUESTIONS FROM       
MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Meeting suspended at 8.05pm for this item.

Cllr Ann Naylor, ECC member expressed interest in the listing of resurfacing work to be 
carried out by ECC in Howard Lodge Road and Kelvedon Hall Lane.  These roads are 
very lightly used and it was felt that there were more pressing needs for road repairs 
elsewhere.  The PC confirmed that we had not requested this work to be done.

Cllr Ann Naylor also advised that parking at Queens Hospital, Romford was likely to 
become more of a problem when the development of a site used as an overflow car park 
receives planning permission.  Efforts are being made to have several bus routes diverted 
to the hospital.

Cllr K Parker, BBC member, reminded the PC about the application for planning 
permission for the White House, Ongar Road that the PC had asked to be referred to the 
Planning Committee meeting on 15 March 2011.  Cllr C Jardine confirmed that he would 
be attending.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON 11th 
FEBRUARY 2011 
The minutes for the Parish Council meeting held on 11th February 2011 were agreed and signed by the Chair. 
6.
CLERKS REPORT

a)  The clerk advised that he had been invited to attend the Town Hall for a meeting on 
15th March 2011 about the forthcoming elections.  Nomination papers for the elections 
will be available at the briefing.


b)  The clerk advised that he had now received some more information and a timetable 
for the new “Queens Shopper Service”.  This has been forwarded to the editor for 
inclusion in the next Village News and posters to put up on noticeboards to advertise the 
service were also awaited.

 c) Brentwood Local Development Plan.  Local consultations will be held in May and 
June so that local communities can have their say on the future of the area.  An article has 
been given to the editor for inclusion in the next Village News.

  
Other items to be reported on were raised in other parts of the agenda. 
7.
RISK MANAGEMENT

a) Play Area Update.   

The Annual Safety Inspection report has just been received and circulated.  There are 
several small items requiring attention but everything identified was low or very low risk.

8.
ENVIRONMENT
a)  Report from Environmental Committee meeting on 3rd March 2011.  Cllr Y Maguire, Chair of the Environmental Committee updated members on a number of items arising from the meeting.

b)  Youth Recreational Facilities.  The Chairman advised that he had contacted Mr Parrish who had advised that he had encountered a few problems with his initial plans. As it looked unlikely that these could be resolved quickly he had sown the area with crops and the land will not be available for development until later in the year. 

c)  Swan Pond restoration.  The clerk reported that the litter pick and clear up day around 
the pond was very successful with a whole skip being filled.  The duck house in the 
centre of the pond was also repaired. Thank you letters have been sent to James Heard for 
the use of the skip and to Steve Richbell from The Shepherd PH for the use of his waders.  
Both seats and the new litter bin have also been installed.  A memorial plaque in memory 
of Fred Allen has also been engraved. Rebecca Banks, Essex Biodiversity has also been 
contacted regarding the ordering and planting of wildflower plants and the interpretation 
panel. When planted, the new plants will need to be protected from the ducks. Rebecca 
has suggested some chicken wire or some fine mesh with stakes.  


d)  Bridleway 1 (School Road)  The clerk reported that we had requests in with BBC for 
five litter bins.  Four were replacements but the one requested for the Bridleway was a 
new one.  All the others have been replaced with the limited resources that BBC had but 
this one was overlooked.  They no longer have any more bins but Mike Dun, BBC has 
advised the consultants who have been controlling this department at BBC that some new 
bins are still required.  He has promised to do his utmost to ensure that this is installed as 
soon as possible.

 
e)  St Nicholas Church – litter container, state of the fencing.  The Chair confirmed that 
he had been in contact with Revd. Mark James.  They were still investigating the Green 
Composting Bin option and this would be discussed at the next PCC meeting later in 
March and he will report back.  The fence was also discussed and the church were happy 
with the rustic appearance of it.

f)  Future of Police Station and policing in the village.  The clerk had circulated emails 
received from PCSO David Creckendon and Sgt. Ben Felton.  Cllr C James reported that 
he had spoken to Sgt. Ben Felton who would be happy to meet with representatives from 
the PC.  There was no news on the future of the police station although officers were 
encouraged to use the police station at Kelvedon Hatch to write up their reports rather 
than going into Brentwood.


g)  Action to be taken to improve our chances in the Best Kept Village Competition.  The 
clerk had summarised last year’s results onto a single sheet poster for display on our 
noticeboards. There is also emphasis on the fact that we have entered it again for 2011. 
It was agreed that this should also go in the Village News and on the Website.  It was also 
agreed that another short poster with larger type should be put on noticeboards to advise 
of the competition and to keep the village tidy.

h) Rubbish in the pond in Eagle Field.   It was advised that this had been cleared of 
rubbish during our litter clearing day on 26 February 2011.

i)  Bus Timetables.  Cllr S Saunders advised that not all bus shelters had timetables 
beside them. The clerk was asked to take this up with ECC.  ECC Cllr A Naylor offered 
to assist in this.

j)  Dog Fouling.  Cllr J Wright had confirmed that BBC Environmental Health 
Department does have a Dog Warden, Alan Wright and that CCTV footage could be used 
to prosecute dog fouling offenders.  The clerk advised that he had received an email from 
PCSO David Creckendon advising that the police can issue on the spot fines and he will 
be on the look out for this.


k)  Review of litter picking arrangements.  The litter picking arrangements which have 
been in existence from May 2009 were reviewed.  It was agreed that the area around 
Swan Pond should be cleared more frequently than the present once a fortnight and that 
responsibility for it should transfer from Ken Roast to Kim Saunders to include in her 
route around Swan Lane.  It was also decided to extend the route along the Blackmore 
Road, which currently finishes at Bush Motors, to the end of the houses in the residential 
area.  The area beyond the residential area up to School Road seems to be a favourite area 
for people to throw rubbish out of their cars and it was agreed to have a special litter pick 
on 26th or 27th March 2011 to clear this.

After discussion it was agreed to 
hold the Annual Parish Meeting on 24th May 2011 at 8.30pm in the Village Hall, School 
Road, Kelvedon Hatch.  


e)  Public Information Seminars.  Cllr S Saunders reported that the first seminar for 
advice on Wills, Trusts, Probate and Lasting Power of Attorney had been held on 
Thursday 24th February 2011 in the Committee Room at the Village Hall.  Cllr Y 
Maguire who had attended said that it was full of very useful information and it had gone 
well.  Cllr Saunders advised that it was hoped to run another one, open to the whole 
village, although again there will be a limited number of spaces.

a)  Kelvedon Hatch Village Hall Charitable Trust  - It was reported that the Village Hall 
had obtained their new licence to sell alcohol and that the hall was very well used.  It was 
also mentioned that the tennis club had plans for expansion.

b)  Community Primary School –  Nothing to report. Governors meet next week.
 
c)  BBPCA – A meeting was held on 7 March 2011 at which discussions took place 
regarding the Precept, the Discretionary Grant and Service Level Agreements, Localism 
and the future of the Local Strategic Partnership.

e)  Highways Localism Initiative -  No meeting, but Cllr Y Maguire had attended a West 
Essex Forum meeting and gave some details about the restructuring of the local NHS.

Cllr M Coombs reported that he and Cllr D Stracey had attended training and First Aid Courses.  At the moment, consideration is being given to improving the condition of Footpath 20 and discussions are taking place with farmer Norris.

INFORMATION ITEMS FROM MEMBERS
- Cllr S Saunders informed the meeting that graffiti had again appeared on the bus shelter opposite the Eagle.  Various ways of dealing with this were discussed and Cllr Saunders agreed to investigate the cost of anti-graffiti paint.

-  Cllr R North advised that he had been contacted on behalf of the owners of Manitoba, School Road regarding our informal opinion about their plans for redevelopment of the site.  Their original plan was for 4 dwellings but now they were proposing 2 dwellings. Cllr North had advised them to submit a formal planning application to BBC.

- Cllr C Jardine asked that Kim Saunders should be asked to note where daffodils were planted in Blackmore Road opposite Bush Motors now that they were in bloom so that the remaining stretch could be planted in the Autumn.  The clerk agreed to contact Kim Saunders.

Cllr J Wright enquired whether daffodils could be planted on the verge outside the church.  It was agreed to carry this forward to the next agenda.
