	Whilst we have some concerns about the proposed side elevation line being substantially nearer to Blackmore Road we note that the neighbouring property has previously been the subject of a similar extension. If permitted we feel that a condition should be imposed to the effect that the boundary hedge should remain substantially in place, with only the minimum being removed to accommodate the extension and a side footpath access.

Cllr Hardy will keep the clerk advised so that he can liaise with the clerk at Doddinghurst to keep members updated.
