b. Village Sign.  As the sign has been in position for some time now it was decided to abandon plans to hold an unveiling ceremony. 
c. School Road, outside Manitoba.  The Clerk reported that he had written to BBC Planning requesting a copy of  the Certificate of Lawfulness and relevant documents for this site.
d. Community Speed Watch.  The first session was carried out on 22nd May 2007 in the Blackmore Road.  In 1½ hours 27 vehicles were noted exceeding the speed limit and 2 drivers were seen using mobile phones.

Informal notes following the Public Session at the Parish Council Meeting
held on 25th May 2007.

Items raised by members of the Public:

1. Manitoba, School Road.  It was reported that the newly painted white lines were disappearing quickly and severe damage is being done to the verges.  There are now ruts at the edge of the tarmac road that are 7 inches deep and this is could cause damage to vehicles or cause an accident if vehicles were forced off the tarmac road.
2. It was reported that the winner of the adult section of the competition to design the Village Sign was not pleased about the final result.  The Chairman explained that the themes from several entries were taken into account in arriving at the final design and after consultation with villagers and design consultants.

3. An enquiry was made to see if it was possible to have another Public Session at the end of the Parish Council meetings to discuss matters arising in that meeting.
