b) Invoices received and payments listed above were approved.
c)
Co-option to fill the remaining vacancy on the Parish Council.  The clerk advised that he 
had obtained the names of the 10 residents who requested a by-election from the 
Returning Officer.  It was agreed to circulate this list of names to members for further 
consideration.
d) Provision of Black Sacks (08/09) –   Enquiries and negotiations are still continuing to obtain a cheaper option.
e) Annual Insurance Renewal – The clerk advised that he had received the renewal quote for the insurance policy with Allianz/AON which becomes due on 1 June 2008.  Last year the cost was £1858.33.  This year the amount includes 5% Insurance Premium Tax (£97.26) and the total required is £1945.15.  However, as we are members of EALC who have negotiated a 15% discount with AON, this should reduce the premium to £1649.24 (a saving of £295.91). It was agreed unanimously to proceed with the renewal.

It was reported that the independent valuation had been received from The Livermore Partnership.  It was agreed that this should now be referred to the Finance Committee for consideration.  The clerk was asked to arrange a Finance Committee meeting as soon as possible.
