REPORT FROM ECC MEMBER, BBC MEMBER & QUESTIONS FROM       
MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Sgt. Wayne Bloomfield immediately addressed the matter of youth antisocial behaviour.  
The police are very aware of the problems in the village and the new team are very keen 
to get on top of this.  Officers and PCSOs intend to adopt a “zero tolerance” policy with 
offenders.  A new dedicated and motivated team are now in place and they are taking this 
issue seriously.  Their 0300 333 4444 number guarantees a response within an hour.  
There will be an article in the Village News and on the Parish Council website to 
publicise this. Sgt. Bloomfield encouraged council members and members of the public 
to attend Police Beat meetings to voice their concerns and receive updates on progress. 
Sgt. Bloomfield then took questions from councillors and members of the public.

The minutes for the Parish Council meeting held on 9th April 2010 were agreed and signed by the Chair.

CLERKS REPORT

The Clerk updated the meeting on a number of ongoing matters.
9.
RISK MANAGEMENT

Play Area Update.  – 

-
The clerk reported that Associated Surfaces & Materials have resurfaced the 
area around the swings with a wet pour surface. 


-
He also reported that he had obtained a quote from Playquip Leisure to carry out 
work required to equipment in the Play Area.  This was reported to the Environmental 
Committee who had requested another quote.  The clerk reported that he had already 
arranged to meet with someone else to obtain another quote.

-
Again there has been some vandalism to 2 of the benches in the Play Area. The 
clerk has arranged to meet a local contractor who will probably be able to repair these.  
The FB padlocks on the litter bins have also been stolen again.  Cllr K Parker, BBC 
member, offered to weld chains to replacement padlocks to prevent them from being 
removed.
10.
ENVIRONMENT
a) Report from the Environmental Committee meeting on 6th May 2010.  Cllr Y Maguire updated the meeting on matters discussed at the Environmental Committee meeting. 
-
One of the items discussed was our own additional litter picking arrangements.  These had been suspended whilst Environmental Committee members investigated the effectiveness of BBC’s litter picking arrangements. PC members reported that matters had become serious and Cllr J Wright proposed that there should be full reinstatement of our local arrangements.  This was seconded by Cllr C James and carried unanimously by members.
-
Another item discussed was the condition of the “Kelvedon Hatch Parish Council” header on our noticeboards.  A signwriter has been asked to provide a quote for repainting the headers, but Cllr S Saunders had also done some research on the internet and found a company that would manufacture a cast polyurethane moulding which could be affixed to the noticeboard. The clerk was advised to obtain costings for each and authorised to go for the cheaper of the two options. 
b) Swan Pond restoration.  Cllr R North advised that he had again been in contact with John Whelpdale, Head of Sustainable Communities and Public Places, at BBC and an email had subsequently been received stating that they were in agreement with the Parish Council managing the pond. Enquiries were still being made by BBC to definitively establish ownership and any potential restrictions or covenants over the land. Transfer of ownership would then be a matter for BBC to decide.
c) Bridleway 1 (School Road).  This item was reinstated on the agenda at the request of Cllr C Ewens who was unable, through illness, to be present at this meeting.  The clerk confirmed that he had requested an additional Dog Waste Bin for the entrance to the Bridleway and Cllr M Coombs reiterated the fact that a Bridleway is a public highway and any motorbikes and riders using it would be subject to the same laws as road users, i.e. Driver’s Licence, Road Tax and Insurance requirements. 

d) Crown Corner Recycling Site.  Cllr S Saunders made the observation that the Site doesn’t seem to be cleared often enough and overspill from the site often ends up in the neighbouring area.  The clerk was asked to enquire how often the site is cleared and to request more frequent clearance. 
e) Bus Stop Signs.  Cllr S Saunders reported that most of the bus stop signs were dirty and needed cleaning.  The clerk advised that these had been reported to the Highways Department and should soon be tackled by the rangers.
f) Traffic Bollards. Cllr S Saunders reported that the traffic bollards were dirty and needed cleaning.  The clerk advised that these and a number of other items had been reported to the Highways Department and should soon be tackled by the rangers.

g) Relocation of Doctor’s Surgery. – Cllr R North reported that in List no. 1404 
(Planning Applications received in w/e 30/4/2010) application BRW/281/2010 has been 
received for Land Adj to Deal Tree Corner, Blackmore Road, Doddinghurst for 
Replacement GP Healthcare Surgery (Class D1) with new Crossover and Associated 
Parking, Servicing and Landscaping.  It was agreed that the PC would again write to 
BBC to support the application even though the development was not in our area.


The clerk advised that an email had been received from a neighbour at the proposed 
site for the new surgery objecting to the development.  It was agreed that a response 
should be sent advising that it is not in our area and that we would not be formally 
consulted by BBC on the application.

To consider and approve payment of invoices received and cheques prepared.

Cllr R North proposed payment of invoices and cheques as detailed above.  This was 
seconded by Cllr C James and agreed unanimously by members. 
      d)
Annual Insurance Renewal.  The clerk advised that the renewal insurance premium had 
been received from Aon for £1796.42.  However, as pointed out by our External Auditors 
fences and gates, currently valued at £16271, have never been insured.  The clerk had 
been in 
contact with Aon and determined that the cost of the premium with fences and 
gates covered would be £1954.28 (an extra £128.16).  The clerk also pointed out that the 
Lifebuoy Housing and Playmats were not included and there was a discrepancy of 1 seat 
which was omitted from the schedule. It was proposed by Cllr J Wright and seconded by 
Cllr S Saunders that our insurance should be extended to cover these items. Members 
voted unanimously in favour. Before renewing with Aon however, the clerk was asked to 
investigate the cost of insuring with another company to ensure that best value for money 
was being obtained.
