The Chairman advised that BBC had asked the BBPCA to decide on 

the distribution of the £17000 additional funds for which parishes were

d) Brentwood Local Strategic Partnership 
The BLSP had received funding of £5K for bus shelters and £8K to be used to employ a part time driver for Brentwood Community Transport. This driver should be available to work unsocial hours when volunteer drivers are very difficult to find.

The BLSP is very positive about the 2012 Olympics coming to East London, as this should provide opportunities for local business and the house rental sector.

The BLSP is supporting the Brentwood 20/20 project, which will provide a vision of the Borough in 2020. A Power point presentation is available for Parish Plan meetings

PARISH PATHS PARTNERSHIP SCHEME

Cllr. C. Jardine provided members with a copy of the P3 working Group notes following the meeting held on 25th November 2005.


It was resolved that the clerk should write to BBC to establish ownership of the Byway 14 (Eagle Lane) where Councillors are keen to see part closed off to vehicular traffic and this part re-designated as a bridleway. Once ownership has been established BBC should be asked to consider an order under section 249 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990
