	Overall we object to the proposals which, we believe, constitute an over development of the site. In particular we have serious concerns about the proposal to build a 1st floor extension at the rear, on top of the existing ground floor extension. We believe that this would be a far too dominant feature in relation to the neighbouring property, which has a fairly small garden. We have concerns about the proposal to have a rear up-and-over door in the garage, as we would not wish neighbours to have their visual amenity spoilt by cars parked in the rear garden. The infill, in the form of a rear single storey extension. only adds to the poor aesthetic appearance given by past and proposed piecemeal extensions.

	We have grave concerns about the proposed alterations to the front of the property. At present there is a single storey protrusion at the left hand side when viewed from the road. This is in keeping with the other properties in the road. The proposal to build two main 2-storey sections, with a single storey infill between, will result in a significant breach of the existing front building line. The result will be an unacceptable overbearing appearance on the street scene, not to mention an unacceptable visual impact for the neighbours. Accordingly we strongly object to the application.
