5. MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD 22ND SEPTEMBER 2006
The minutes for the Parish Council meeting held on 22nd September 2006 were approved and signed by the Chair. 
6. CLERKS REPORT
The clerk updated members on a number of ongoing matters.
7. RISK MANAGEMENT
a) ROSPA report  - The Clerk reported that all work at the play area has been carried out apart from ground repairs to the entrance gate leading to the football pitch. The materials to repair this uneven ground are held but we are awaiting permission from the Trustees to enable us to go ahead with the work. The works at Eagle Field and Swan Pond are either completed or in hand with our contractor.
b) Emissions from the radio mast – Following a lively discussion during the public session it was resolved that the Clerk will: -
· Write to BT to express the concerns of residents re the number of dishes and aerials etc on the mast and to seek confirmation that no additional equipment will be attached to the mast.
· To write to BT requesting that they consider relocating the mast away from its proximity to a residential area
· To seek clarification from the Local Authority as to the process required to apply for a reduction in Council Tax bandings
· To draft appropriate wording for a petition calling for the removal of the mast and to request our Borough Councillors, County  Councillors and MP to support such a petition 
· To request that BT undertake a road-by-road survey of Kelvedon Hatch to measure the levels of radiation emitting from the mast.
· Keep villagers informed of progress using the Parish Council website and the village magazine.
8. ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE
a) The Chair of the Environmental Committee presented a verbal report to the meeting covering the following: -
· The PC will be purchasing two ‘VAS’ signs subject to a survey being carried out by ECC Highways. These are in addition to Highways own proposals to install speed reduction measures around Crown Corner.
· The two new seats at the NISA store and by the Seniors bungalows in Ongar Road have now been installed. 
· Additional planters will be installed at various locations in the village; the work is to be completed by spring 2007 to ensure a good summer display next year.
· The plants on Swan Green have been planted although the Clerk is arranging for them to be spaced further apart to allow for growth.
b) Renewal of village notice boards – the councillor who raised this last time was not at the meeting and this matter was therefore deferred until the next meeting.
c) Closure of Byway 14 (Eagle Lane) – this matter was deferred until the next meeting by which time the results of the consultation process included in the November edition of Village News will be known.
d) Quiet Time Order, School Road – The Clerk reported that ECC have rejected our proposals to impose a weight limit on Ongar Road end of School Road during certain times of the day. Lorries from one particular site continue to break up the road and encroach on the grass verges and the clerk will now take this matter up via Cllrs. Bass and Naylor at ECC.
e) It was resolved to allow the owner of 25 Fox Hatch to trim back the tree located on Eagle Field as it is encroaching on his land.

	Overall we object to the proposals which, we believe, constitute an over development of the site. In particular we have serious concerns about the proposal to build a 1st floor extension at the rear, on top of the existing ground floor extension. We believe that this would be a far too dominant feature in relation to the neighbouring property, which has a fairly small garden. The proposed flat roof would be unattractive but any other roof would contribute even more greatly to a dominant feature. We have concerns about the proposal to have a rear up-and-over door in the garage, as we would not wish neighbours to have their visual amenity spoilt by cars parked in the rear garden. The infill, in the form of a rear single storey extension only adds to the poor aesthetic appearance given by past and proposed piecemeal extensions.
