a) The Environmental working party notes dated 8th September 2005 were received and recommendations accepted.  BBC have been unable to provide estimates for some of the required work and alternative contractors will be contacted

b) It was resolved to approve the BBC estimates for work to Eagle Field including the new pedestrian access gate although this work will be put on hold until the proposed basketball hoop has been sourced and costed.

c) It was resolved that the clerk should write to BBC informing them that the PC opposes the renewal of the powers re event advertising on Estate Agents boards. However, if such renewed powers are granted the advertising timescale should be reduced to14 days before and 7 days after an event.

d) It was considered too soon to monitor the impact of the additional yellow lines in school Road and it was resolved to carry this item forward to the next meeting. Clerk to write to BBC to ascertain how many visits by the Wardens there have been to this area over the past 12 months.

e) BBC additional funds for projects: - no suggestions for bids for this money were presented to the meeting.

f) Crown Corner shrubs: - It was resolved that the Clerk should write to the BBC suggesting that as we relied on their advice before planting these shrubs and used their recommended approved contractor, then they should consider contributing towards the cost of the plants that died.

g) It was resolved to agree a budget of £250 for spring and summer bulb planting.

h) Public house extended opening hours: - Cllr. D. Hardy declared an interest. Councillors accepted the paper prepared by Cllr. C. Jardine and circulated prior to the meeting but there was no subsequent discussion.
