7. RISK MANAGEMENT
ROSPA report  - required work was deferred until the children’s school holidays were over but is now in hand.

8. ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE

a) It was resolved to approve the terms of reference for the Environment Committee.

b) The minutes of the Environmental Committee meeting of 14th June 2006 were received and accepted.

c) The Chair asked that members of the Environmental Committee consider how they can better monitor completion of work authorised in the village.

d) It was resolved that the PC will support a 40mph speed limit on the A128 between Langford Bridge and Church Road and the clerk will take this up with ECC Highways.

e) It was resolved to accept the recommendations from ECC Highways re the safety measures proposed along the Crown Corner section of the A128 subject to a further review of effectiveness once the proposals have been implemented.

f) The Environmental Committee are recommending the purchase of two fixed VAS’s for the village, assuming ECC Highways are installing a VAS on the A128 as part of the measures mentioned in minute 8(e).

g) Roadside advertising – this matter is being considered as a borough wide problem via BBPCA but in the meantime the clerk will write to Navestock PC as they have employed a person to monitor this and other problems in their village.

h) It was resolved to erect a sign prohibiting motorised vehicles at the entrance to the bridleway leading off of School Road.

i) Councillors considered whether the PC should now pay the balance of the invoice from ‘Crosscutters’ re the shrubs at Crown Corner. As the situation had not changed since this matter was last discussed at Council it was resolved not to pay the outstanding sum of £283.89 +Vat.

Cllr. D. Hardy advised that the PCT has reviewed pharmacy services in the area and attempted to withdraw the pharmacy facility at the surgery in Doddinghurst. Although they subsequently withdrew the proposal this is being appealed and all interested parties are fighting this.

Cllr. B. Ewens considers that the existing parish notice boards need replacing and this will be put on the agenda for the next meeting

Cllr. Ewens would like St Nicholas church to be able to advertise church events on the PC notice boards – this will be put on the agenda for the next meeting.

The Swan Pond clearance day is scheduled for 22nd November 2006 and Cllr. J. Kerry asked the clerk to ensure that the volunteers carry out their work carefully to ensure minimum disturbance to the wildlife and in particular the ducks currently living on the pond.
