4. REPORT FROM ECC MEMBER, BBC MEMBER & QUESTIONS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
Meeting suspended at 8.05pm to allow for this item

PC Moira Kennedy informed the meeting about problems with youths behind the Nisa Stores which have recently been reported, the problems with youths on mopeds around the village (which seems to have got better lately), and their involvement with dispersal of groups of youths within the village.

EEC member Cllr Ann Naylor advised that she had obtained information regarding the dates for installation of the VAS signs.  The clerk advised that he had passed this information on to members.

Cllr K Parker, BBC member, advised that he had carried out some research to establish a brief history of planning applications, decisions and enforcement matters surrounding Manitoba which he passed on to the clerk.  He also updated the meeting on the programme of the Highway Rangers.
A number of other items were raised by members of the public, which were noted.

The public session ended and the meeting resumed at 8.35pm
5. MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON 11th JULY 2008 
The minutes for the Parish Council meeting held on 11th July 2008 were agreed and signed by the Chair. 
6. CLERKS REPORT

The Clerk updated members on a number of ongoing matters including the opportunity to 
register for a seven month course leading to CiLCA (Certificate in Local Council 
Administration) qualification.  The cost of the course and registration is £500.  £500 is 
available in the training budget. Clr S Saunders proposed that the clerk should undertake 
the course.  This was seconded by Cllr C James and voted for unanimously in favour by 
members.
7.
RISK MANAGEMENT

Play Area Update.  – The clerk reported that our contactor has repainted most of the Play 
Area equipment. Unfortunately, a couple of pieces are not quite finished as he has been 
busy looking after his wife who took seriously ill whilst visiting Plymouth. She is 
recovering after a serious operation down in Plymouth and he is spending much of his 
time with her down in Plymouth.  The PC wished her a speedy recovery.  However, as 
the outstanding pieces of equipment were still being noted on BBC’s weekly inspection 
reports, the clerk was asked to advise the contractor that if the work could not be carried 
out within the next 2 weeks we would have to look for another contractor to complete the 
work.

The clerk advised that following Cllr C James’ article in the Parish Pump about getting 
the Play Area grass cut cheaper, he received enquiries from 2 contractors.  Both 
submitted quotes (in addition to the recreational field groundsman) and all 3 quotes were 
considered at the Environmental Committee meeting on 4 September.  It was decided to 
award the work to J & S Garden Services and the clerk has been in touch with BBC to 
cancel their services and has agreed with them that their last cut was 22nd August.  The 
clerk has therefore asked J & S Garden Services to take this over immediately and they 
should be carrying out their first cut on Tuesday 16th September.


The clerk also advised that he had been in touch with 4 contractors regarding the surface 
and drainage around the Mobilus. 2 companies have replied to say that the job is too 
small, but estimates have been received from the remaining 2.  There had not been time 
to pre-circulate these prior to the meeting, so it was decided to defer this until the next 
meeting.

a) Report from the Environmental Committee meeting held on 4th September 2008.                     
Cllr Y Maguire updated the meeting on the issues discussed and decisions made at the 
Environmental Committee meeting on 4th September 2008.


b)  Memorial Seat for Dave Smith.  Cllr C Jardine advised that he had spoken to Sally 
Smith about the siting of a memorial seat in memory of Dave Smith.  It was suggested 
that around the Swan Pond opposite the Shepherd would be the preferred site.  This was 
agreed and the clerk was asked to seek quotes for a seat with plaque including fitting for 
up to £500.

b) Invoices received and payments listed above were approved.
c) Provision of Black Sacks (08/09) –   As it had not proved possible to obtain these any cheaper in the quantity we required, the clerk was asked to obtain these from Brentwood Borough Council in the normal way. 
d) Parish Plan Committee. None of the members of the PC had heard anything from anyone regarding a volunteer to replace the retiring Chair of the Parish Plan Committee.  It was agreed to carry this forward again to the agenda for the next meeting.
e) Request for information following 22 Nov 2005 email to BBC about Recreation Provision.  The clerk informed the meeting that a letter had been written to the Deputy Chief Executive of BBC requesting a meeting and that a reply had been received stating that his secretary would be in touch within the next few days to suggest mutually convenient dates.
f) Request for information under The Freedom of Information Act. The clerk advised that dates had been sent to the person requesting the information on 20 July 2008 advising of dates when the information would be available, but nothing had been heard since. It was agreed to withdraw this from future agendas unless something further is heard.

g) Query received from External Auditor.  The clerk reported that a reply with all the relevant information had been sent to External Auditor on 24 July 2008 but as nothing had been heard since, a reminder had been sent on 3 September 2008.  As the query related to the 2008/09 budget, not the 2007/08 accounts which are currently being audited it had been requested that the query be resolved separately from the 2007/08 accounts.
10.   VILLAGE HALL 

A copy of the proposed rental agreement for Poor’s Field had been received from the 
Village Hall Trustees on 29 July 2008 and it was referred to EALC for legal advice. 
EALC had referred it to NALC Legal Services and a reply had been received from them 
on 11 September 2008 which had been circulated to members.  As the reply had only 
been received the day before the meeting and it runs into 3 pages there had not been 
much time to analyse it.  However, NALC had raised many questions.  Cllr S Saunders 
offered to analyse the advice given and formulate a reply.
11.
REPRESENTATIVES REPORTS
a) Kelvedon Hatch Village Hall Charitable Trust  - No representative yet appointed.
b) Community Primary School –  The next meeting is to be held on Wednesday 17th September 2008.  At the last meeting there had been much discussion about the number of pupils and SATS results. 
c) BBPCA – This had been attended by Cllr R North who was not present at this meeting but it was reported that again much of the discussion was about discretionary grant funding for the Parish Councils.
d) Brentwood Bus & Rail Users Association – No report
e) Highways Localism Initiative -  Cllr Y Maguire advised that she had been unable to attend the last meeting but advised that she had received a schedule of works. Amongst these were re-surfacing of some areas of Kelvedon Green (in 2/3 years time), re-surfacing of the Coppice (in 5 years time) and a roundabout at the junction of Blackmore Road and Ongar Road, at a projected cost of £200,000, although no detailed plans had yet been submitted for this.

PARISH PATHS PARTNERSHIP (P3) SCHEME
Cllr M Pead gave an update on works carried out and being carried out on the parish’s footpaths.  She advised that she will be carrying out another survey in the Spring of next year.

CONSIDERATION OF GRANT REQUEST


Cllr C Jardine left the meeting at 9.58 whilst this matter was considered.


A grant request from St Nicholas Church for assistance with the maintenance of the 
churchyard was considered.  After discussion it was agreed to grant the church £1,800.  
This was proposed by Cllr S Saunders, seconded by Cllr C James and voted for 
unanimously in 
favour by members.


However, as this is budgeted for separately when setting the Parish Council’s budget it 
was decided to put this on the agenda for future discussion to decide whether this was a 
grant or an expense.


Cllr C Jardine re-joined the meeting at 10.05 after this item.

Informal notes taken at the Public Sessions at the Parish Council Meeting

held on 12th September 2008.

Items raised by members of the Public:

1. The Chairman of the Village Hall Trustees raised an issue about provision of emergency facilities available within the Brentwood Borough and whilst there was no problem about the availability of the Village Hall, at a recent meeting he had been informed that the Parish Council would reimburse them for the cost of utilities.  It was confirmed that the PC did not have a budget facility for this contingency and that in the event of this being required BBC or EEC would hold the budget for this.
2. It was reported that the Village News editor had been talking to the printer about alternative formats for the Village News and what were the PC’s views on changing the format.  (In response the PC agreed that a revision of the format would be welcomed and that any new ideas should be presented to the PC for consideration.)
3. School Road – items were raised again that were wrought to the attention of the Environmental Committee meeting in the previous week.  (The clerk confirmed that all items raised about School Road at the Environmental Committee meeting had already been reported to the Highways Dept. at BBC.)
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
