It can be seen that an attempt has been made to lessen the impact of the first floor rear extension by 'stepping back' part of the extension and introducing revised proposals for the associated roof. However it is felt that these revisions make little difference as the stepping back, or inset, is only 500mm or approximately 1ft. 8in. We note that the opportunity has been taken to increase the size of the attached garage, thus eliminating a lounge window which may be to the detriment of current and future occupants. We remain concerned about the proposal for a vehicle sized door in the rear elevation of the garage, as this might facilitate the storage of vehicles in the rear garden. In summary, we are opposed on the basis of over development of the site, both with regard to the rear first floor extension and the size of the proposed garage, as well as the adverse impact on the visual amenity. The proposals for the rear garage door are an added concern.
