	We note that the application does not include the black panels that were added to the existing wrought iron double gates and to the new wrought iron pedestrian gate. The pedestrian gate was previously of wooden construction and lower in height. Bearing in mind that the adjacent Roding Barn was refused permission to have tall “solid” gates within the last 2 years, we feel that it is inconsistent to allow solid gates for this property. Overall, the raising of the height of the wall and the infill of the gates, results in an unacceptable appearance in the street scene for an historic building situated in a village location. Accordingly, we object to the proposals unless, by condition, the pre-existing vehicle gates and the new wrought iron pedestrian gate have the panels removed.
